CONSTITUTION
OF
CAMBODIAN BAPTIST CHURCH OF FORT WORTH, TEXAS

PREAMBLE

For the more certain preservation and security of the principles of our faith, and to the end that
this body may be governed in an orderly manner, and for the purpose of preserving the liberties
inherent in each individual member of Cambodian Baptist Church of Fort Worth, Texas (the
Church) and the freedom of action of this body with respect to its relation to other churches of
like faith and order, we do declare and establish these Bylaws.

ARTICLE I
NAME AND i’URPOSE
SECTION1 NAME
THE NAME OF THE CHURCH SHALL BE:
CAMBODIAN BAPTIST CHURCH OF FORT WORTH, TEXAS
SECTION 2 PURPOSE

The Church is formed to support public worship and to proclaim the Gospel of
Jesus Christ through such ministries as may be determined by the Church. Our
purpose is to be a dynamic church empowered by the Holy Spirit to worship and
glorify our Savior; witness and minister to the lost; disciple and serve the body at
Cambodian Baptist Church; reach and involve the unchurched and inactive
Christians; and encourage and support missions.

ARTICLE I
STATEMENT OF BASIC BELIEFS

We affirm the Holy Bible as the inspired Word of God and the basis for our beliefs. This church
subscribes to the doctrinal statement of The Baptist Faith and Message as adopted by the
Southern Baptist Convention in 1963. We voluntarily band our selves together as a body of
baptized believers in Jesus Christ, personally committed to sharing the good news of salvation to
lost mankind. The ordinances of the church are believer's baptism and the Lord's Supper.
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We covenant that when we re move from this place we will, as soon as possibie, unite with some
other church where we can carry out the spirit of this covenant and the principles of God's Word.
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
